After adjusting for chronic disease, compared to those 50-59 years old, adults 60-69 have more 2X the risk of
death due to COVID, adults 70-79 have 6X the risk, and those 80+ have more than 20X the risk.

Conversely, when controlling for age and other chronic diseases, people who are morbidly obese have ~2X the
risk of death, diabetes is 1.3-2X the risk, stroke/dementia is ~2X the risk, and recent cancer is 2-3X the risk.
